Phishing– The Warning Signs 

Spelling mistakes 
throughout the 
email or in the 

subject line 

There is a sense of 
urgency to respond to 

the email’s request 

The offer seems 
too good to be 

true 

The sender’s address is 
not a genuine email (e.g. 
instead of halifax.co.uk, 

it is halifab.co.uk, or 
even fiodnusgbi.hfx 

 do not go to the 
place you would expect 

them to  

Be aware for calls & texts too!

Reporting Cyber Crime 

 Contact                                      to report scams and fraud. 

 

 Report a scam or rogue trader to Trading Standards 
via Citizen’s Advice Consumer Service on  
03454 040 506. 

 

 Report directly to the websites when  
issues such as bullying takes place.  

 
 

 For cases where the victim has been  
threatened with physical harm, it is  
particularly important to report to the police.  

 



 As with any crime, it is also important that 
victims are signposted to Victim Support 
for any psychological/emotional impact
